Cannabis

BP3 played a key role in the drafting of the state’s
original medical marijuana legislation during
Governor Corzine’s administration.

At the forefront of the industry since its incep-
tion, Pascrell’s work in government, regulatory
affairs, and strategic advisement with the medi-
cal marijuana industry has continued in multiple
jurisdictions throughout the U.S. He served as a
panelist at a New Jersey Cannabis Insider event
held in April 2019. Pascrell further lent his in-
dustry knowledge to the “Legalization of Mar-
ijjuana: Pros and Cons” panel at the New Jersey
Conference of Mayors Annual Spring Confer-
ence in 2019.
