Prior to joining PPAG in 2020, Appolon served as 
Chief of Staff for Assemblywoman Angela McK-
night. She oversaw all district office personnel and 
legislative matters in the role, and was influential 
in the passage of A-3754, which created a new hair 
braiding license in New Jersey separate from the 
traditional cosmetology license; A-1414, which 
requires financial literacy instruction in 6th, 7th, 
and 8th grades; and the C.R.O.W.N Act, banning 
discrimination based on hair. The bills gained na-
tional attention and are now state laws.

From 2015 to 2018, she was the Deputy Chief of 
Staff and Legislative Director for Assemblyman 
John Wisniewski, Chair of the Assembly Trans-
portation and Independent Authorities Commit-
tee, and co-chair of the New Jersey Legislative 
Select Committee on Investigations. In 2016, she 
additionally served as a New Jersey District 11 
Delegate at the Democratic National Conven-
tion.

Appolon, a graduate of Rutgers University with 
a Bachelor’s degree in Political Science, is the 
Central Vice President of the New Jersey Young 
Democrats, President of the Union County 
Young Democrats, and a Board Member of NY/
NJ Baykeeper. In 2020, she was named an ROI 
Influencers People of Color “Rising Star” and in 
2021 was named to InsiderNJ’s 100 Millennial 
and Cannabis Power Lists. 
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
